Johannes Jensen/John Johnson came from
Denmark with his family in 1869. The family
established a farm in eastern Nebraska in
Sarpy County (near Omaha).

John Johnson bought the North 'z of the
NE "2 from the Union Pacific Railroad in
1889.

The Curley family lived less than 2 miles
from the Johnsons.

The John Johnson family moved to near
Lyons NE in 1894.

Lawless Family Origins

Eugene Lawless came from Ireland in 1880 and
brought his new wife Elizabeth (Bessie)
DeCourcy to a farm a few miles west of
Decatur Nebraska in 1884. Eugene lived on the
property until he died in 1927. Note the
Catholic cemetery in the NE corner. Bessie and
Eugene are buried there as well as their
daughter Eugenia Lawless.
